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English Abstract

Doctoral Thesis: Shumei Okawa (1886~1957) and
Aurobindo Ghosh(1872~1950)
— A Study on Okawa's Ideological Background; Ideology that supported his Actions—

Shumei Okawa, best known for his role and involvement in the propagation of the
concept of Pan-Asianism, was one of the 28 people charged for A level war crimes at
the Tokyo Trails after the 2" World War. He was the only civilian person so charged, the
rest being either government officials or military men. However, just before the entering
the court, he tried taking his clothes off in the corridor, and during the trial, he hit the
bald head of Tojo Hideki, the then Prime Minister of Japan, meaninglessly saying out
loud in German, 'Inder! Kommen Sie!' meaning 'Indians, come!' This resulted in the
judge concluding him to be mentally unstable, and sending him to the hospital for
proper diagnosis.

The above mentioned incident is famous, and highlights the fact that Okawa was
known for his ideology of Pan-Asianism. Indeed, Okawa's involvement and support for
Pan-Asianism has been the main focus of researchers studying him. In the recent years
especially, there is a definite rise in the books and articles published on him in regarding
this topic. No doubt that Okawa's role in Pan-Asianism is the most visible aspect of
personality. However, as is evident from a glance at his career, one can also see that he
was equally interested in religious and philosophical studies, a point nowhere better
highlighted than in the fact that after being hospitalized for mental instability following
the above mentioned Tokyo trail incident, he completed one of his major works, the first
and complete Japanese translation of the Holy Quran, the religious book of the
Muslims.

Okawa's interest in religion stems from his childhood. It is in religion that he had
sought refuge during the most trying times of his early life involving his disagreements
about career choices with his father. This refuge eventually became a life-long interest
for Okawa. By the time he graduated from Junior High School, he was well versed in

Chinese classics and Confucian ethics, as well as Christian beliefs, and this interest



continued well into his high school days. Finally, on entering Tokyo Imperial University,
he joined the department of religion and philosophy, and studied Buddhism and Indian
Philosophy. He had vowed to study religion, not only to find answers to puzzling
questions of life itself, but also to find the true meaning of religion.

Therefore, it is without any doubt that we can say that interest in religious studies has
been a major part of Okawa's early life, and a very important factor in shaping his
thinking. However, this aspect of Okawa's life, one of the first building blocks of his
ideology, has not received its due attention. There is a definite need for deeper research
in this area so as to have a fair and balanced understanding of Okawa's personality.

To that end, it is necessary to study Okawa's early life, focusing on his interest in
religion and philosophy which is the general purpose of this study. The author is
specifically interested in Okawa's early Indian Studies and its influence on Okawa's
thinking. This particular aspect is especially important as in a few of his works like
Fukko Ajia no Shomondai  ([1E BT OFERIEL)  and Amraku no Mon ([ D
F9J) Okawa himself says that he intended to continue studying Indian philosophy all his
life. The author considers this point to be very important. This point itself proves
beyond doubt that Okawa was much interested in Indian philosophy and completely
justifies the necessity of a detailed investigation.

As a first step in understanding the personality of Shumei Okawa, the author considers
influence of Indian Philosophy to be very important. While investigating the importance
of Indian Philosophy in Okawa's thinking, the importance of Aurobindo Ghosh's
ideological influence eventually became clear. It is through carefully studying the
Ghosh's ideology that the author understood that Okawa's ideological inclination, his
quest of 'the matching of thought and action' was also seen in Ghosh's thinking.

In this study, the author first discusses the early life of Okawa, laying due emphasis on
his various experiences that lead him to study Indian Philosophy at the University. Later
the author introduces few personalities who have exerted a strong influence on Okawa
further fuelling his interest in religious and philosophical studies. However, the twist in
the tale of Okawa's career is his chance reading of the book New /ndia:. Or, India in
Zransition, written by Sir Henry Cotton, which is thought to have led him to abandon
his research of Indian Philosophy and embark on an altogether different path; that of
political studies. The author, although not disputing the huge, career changing impact of

the book, points out certain facts which clarify that Okawa did not wholly abandon his
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religious studies. This is confirmed by the list of books written by Okawa on religion
even after this incident. One of the books which helps confirm this is Zndo Shiso
Gaisersu ( [F1EE BABAERR ] ) . Contents of Zudo Shiso Gaisersu published in 1930 gives
us insights into the knowledge that Okawa possessed about Indian Philosophy at that
point of time and hence is an important source of information. A detailed analysis of
Indo Shiso Gaiselsu gives us valuable insights into Okawa's understanding of Indian
Philosophy from the very beginning, that is, the Vedic times, till the present day. This
gives us an idea of Okawa's level of knowledge about Indian philosophy. Not only do
we understand the changes in the thinking pattern of Indians over these few thousand
years, but can gain valuable insights into the decline of Indian spirit from the
philosophical point of view. Colonized India is not only a slave to the British with no
political will of her own, but also in a state of spiritual inertia, which according to
Okawa was the true reason for the decline of India. Okawa further says that from such a
pathetic state, the hope for regeneration of the spirit arises only from the teachings of
Aurobindo Ghosh who is described by him as the 'true nationalist philosopher' of India.
This hope, according to Okawa, is provided by Ghosh's teachings of Karmayoga ( The
Yoga of Works) as proclaimed in the B/agvad Gira. This aspect is discussed in the last
part of this study. Before that, the author clarifies the connection between Okawa and
Ghosh, the physical link of the connection being provided by Paul Richard, a French
poet and philosopher.

Paul Richard and his wife Mirra and came to Japan in 1916. They are an indispensable
part of this research as they spent about 4 years in Japan, and Okawa shared lodgings
with the couple for about a year in Sendagaya, Tokyo. This fact proves that the Richards
and Okawa shared a very close relationship. Not only that, Okawa also translated few of
Richard's works into Japanese, including 77%e Eternal Wisdom, titled Eien no Chie ( 7k
1w DREE] ). The Eternal Wisdom was first translated into English from French by
Ghosh and later published in the 4R¥4, a monthly magazine, written, published and
edited by Richard, Mirra and Ghosh, during their stay in India. .4R¥4, which was in
publication till 1921, also had several other articles written by Ghosh, and Richard
( translated by Ghosh), including Zssays on the Gita, which is the focus of the last
chapter of this study. After carefully comparing and analyzing the B4agvad Gita verses
found in 7%e FErernal Wisdom and Eien no Chie we can say that there was a special

focus on the first 6 chapters of the Bhagvad Gita verses that emphasize the importance
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of performing actions without desiring results. The author believes that this fact holds a
decisive meaning in studying Okawa's ideology and that the B/agvad Gita occupied a
special place in forming the ideological base of Okawa's thinking.

The remaining task is to analyze Zssays on the Gita, and look into the seriousness of
the fascination that Okawa professed to have for Aurobindo Ghosh's philosophy. The
keywords here are [ 1174 — ] (thought matching action) and 43— (Brahma and
I are one). In this study while carrying out the comparison, the author has focused on
these two expressions. The result of that is, in the last chapter, through carefully
analyzing Ghosh's thoughts, the author determined that, according to Okawa the
matching of Brahma (%) which is the ultimate universal principle, and the self (F%)
which is the ultimate physical principle has the same meaning as the matching of
ideology and action, and the balance of the two is the ultimate ideal state.

In other words, the result of the discussion is that we can say that Okawa and Ghosh
understand the concept of [FERNFR | (REFk—70) in a similar way. We also understood
that the Confucian concept of 11T — ] (thought matching action) which Okawa had
learned long ago, and the Karmayoga ([4TJ ?3#&) as expounded by Ghosh, are similar.
In conclusion we can say that in spite of the fact that Okawa and Ghosh have not
actually met each other, their thoughts regarding these two expressions are extremely
similar. In spite of this fact, we cannot exactly conclude that Okawa was influenced by
Ghosh. However, we can surely say that there is a shadow of Ghosh's ideology on
Okawa's thinking, and the latter must have definitely found the echo of his thoughts in

the former's ideology.

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Even in the oldest hymns of the Rigveda the
hope is frequently expressed that after death
good men will go to the gods to share their
happy life. As for the wicked it is their destiny,
only darkly hinted at, to fall into a deep abyss

and disappear. The first mortal who found the
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way to the luminous heights of the happy
other-world for all the following generations was

Yama, who, as king of the blessed dead, sits with

them under a leafy tree and passes the time in

carousing® ;
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So too the Upanishads, after having come to the
creed of metempsychosis, had to retain at the
same time the old Vedic creed of rewards and
punishments in the other world. The two views
combined led to a complicated system, which
taught a two-fold reward and punishment, the
first in the world beyond, the second in a
succeeding life on earth. This theory is fully
explained in the so-called "doctrine of the Five
Fires", an important text found both in Chand. 5
and in Brih. 6.This combined theory of
compensation distinguishes three ways after
death — (1) the way of the fathers, (2) the way
of the gods, and (3) the "third place"'®!.
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(1) The way of the fathers, destined for the
performer of pious works, leads through the

smoke of the funeral pyre and a series of

"dark" stations to the placid realm of the

moon, where the soul in commerce with the

gods, enjoys the fruit of its good works, until
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they are consumed. As soon as the treasure of
good works is exhausted, the soul, through the
intermediate stations of ether, wind, fog, rain,
plant, semen and womb passes to a new human

existence, in which once more the good and evil

works of the previous life find their reward!®.
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(2) The way of the gods is destined for those
who have spent their life in worshipping

Brahman._They go through the flame of the

funeral pyre and a series of "luminous"

stations first to the sun, thence "to the moon,
from the moon to the lightning; there is a
spirit, he is not like a human being; he leads
them to Brahman. For them there is no

return"!%’
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(3) For those who have neither worshipped
Brahman nor performed good works the ,,third
place" is destined leading to a new life as

(4) loweranimals — worms, insects, snakes etc.,
after a previous punishment in the different
hells. This punishment in hell, which is a later
addition, is not found in the Upanishads and
appears first in the system of the Vedanta!'’,
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Transmigration is believed to be just as real as
the empirical world._ But from a higher point of
view empirical reality together with creation and
transmigration is only a great illusion;_and in
truth there is no manifold, no world, but only
one being — the Brahman, the atman.

The attainment of this knowledge is the highest
aim of man and in its possession consists the
final liberation. The knowledge is not the means
of liberation, it is liberation itself. He who has
attained the conviction "I am Brahman" has
reached with it the knowledge that he in himself
is the totality of all that is, and consequently he
will not fear anything because there is nothing

beyond him!'?;
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For there are already these men, these divine men—in Asia. ...it is in Asia that I have found the
greatest among them, the leader, the hero of tomorrow. His name is Aurobindo Ghose”.
