Korean Voters’ Changes in the 18" Presidential Election®

Abstract

This study aims to analyze the role of political ideas and age differences in support for candidates in
Korea’s Presidential elections. The election results revealed deep political cleavages by intense regionalism
and the generation gap between younger and older voters. The victory of Park, Geun-Hye of the Saenuri
Party was greatly supported in the southeastern part of the country, and by voters in their 50s and 60s or
older. Conversely, the losing Moon Jae-In of the Democratic United Party was overwhelmingly supported
in Honam, the southwestern part, and by voters in their 20s to 30s. The differences in support were closely
linked to political ideas. Except for the regional voters, Park’s votes were mainly from right-leaning voters

and Moon’s ones are mostly from left-leaning voters.
