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On the Chinese — Malacca Malay Vocabulary

in the Inaba and the Awakuni Collection

The Chinese-Malacca Malay Vocabulary included in so called Hua-i i-yii ZEFEIREE
consists of the different kinds of texts; one of them is contained in the Morrison collection,
whose list of words and phrases was identified with Malay in the E.D. Edwards and C.O.
Blagden’s paper (BSOS. 6 ), but it is evident that the another Malacca Malay Vocabularies
belonging to the Inaba f{#E and the Awakuni M4 collection in Japan do not record Malay.

This paper is intended to study what language was recorded in the latter. By comparing
the Malacca Malay with the Chinese-Cham Vocabulary in the same collections, I have found
many words wholly coinciding in Chinese characters, some of them can be solved not only by
Cham, but also by Achehnese or Orang laut languages (especially, Moken) : <many> & luo
Ach. le, OL rad, Ch.ls, 16, <<house>J§, #& sap Ach. sééng, Ch. sap. According to H. K. J.
Cowan’s paper (BKI. 104), both Achehnese and Cham, which are undeniably of Malayo-
Polynesian character but have been subjected to the direct influence of adjacent Mon-
Khmer languages, retain the similar linguistic features. In the Malacca Malay, I can point
out the following items : 1. Existence of consonant clusters, <Criver> ¥£ lyp Ach.kruéng,
Ch. kraup 2. No pre-nasalization for prefixes, <Cto write a letter>> FFEEY] ma su la Ach.
mésurat, Ch. mosurak, n.b. Malay. ményurat 3. Double vowels, <tree>> # ¥ cai iou Ach.
kajée, Ch. kayiu, n.b. Malay. kayu.

I come to the conclusion that the Malacca Malay was madebbasing on the Cham by the
compiler who was not very well informed of Azhehnese, but noticed resemblances and diffe-
rences between these two languages. Although some words including the chapter of Current
Phrases are merely Cham, while there are also many words which can be solved only by
Achehnese or Moken : <Ismall>> 735 pu tgi Ach. batjut, <<to go, to come>> #§ (#?) sa
(tg'ie?) Ach. djo’, <daytime> rfr tgup Mo. chéng, <<bamboo>>#5& ha im Mo. kaun. Besides,
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so far as the compiler became aware of differences. ,between two languages, he added the
modification as small as possible to Chinese characters of the Cham, even if the Chinese
sound did not exactly stand for the Achehnese sound : <thunder>> #fjj§ yulap Ach. gurdh
(the Cham, J8 gram), <<hot>> /A& pa ta ha Ach.pédéh (the Cham, /& pa'_diak). This is
why I conclude that the compiler made use of the Cham at the time of editing the Malacca

Malay.
