This is my second attempt at Japanese translation of Old English poetry, Judith,
based on the Apocryphal Book of Judith (the Vulgate Version) and expanded quite freely,
is a Christian epic like Juliana and Elene, describing the deeds of a fighting saint. Pres-
umably composed in the tenth century, the poem as we hdve it today is fragmentary,
consisting of the concluding part of Fit Nine and Fits Ten, Eleven and Twelve.
