7) The Concept of Mind, Chapter 3 The Will
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Mental Expressions and Their Tenses
— A Wittgensteinian Explication —

Masahiro OKU

1 In this essay some problems in the philosophy of mind are discussed from the
Wittgensteinian viewpoint, with reference to his ideas that the grammar of mental
expressions are quite different from that of the non-mental ones, and that we should
scrutinize the former piecemeal because of its formidable intricacy. The tense or
temporality, including the aspect; of mental verbs will be given a special focus.

2 Firstly, six questions are raised. 1)1 ask someone to teach a game to a child and he
teaches him dice. I say ‘I didn’t mean fthat.’ Can I say this even if I did not think of
the exclusion of the gamble at the moment of asking? 2)I teach a child to add 2, and
he continues 100, 104, 108, ... I say ‘I meant that you should write 100, 102, 104, ...
Can I say this unconditionally? 3)Yesterday I remembered his name, but today no
more. Exactly when did I forget it? 4)Since yesterday I have known the word
‘poundal.” Have I known it continuously since then? 5) Yesterday a child said ‘I hope’
for the first time. When did he hope for the first time? 6)He was once liberal, but he
is now hard conservative. When did he become conservative?

3 Our opponent would answer thus: 1)only if the intension of exclusion was
evidenced in my mind or somewhere else at the time of my asking; 2)similar to 1;
3) the future psychology will discover the exact moment of forgetting; 4)yes; 5)
sometime before his first utterance of °I hope’ ; 6) similar to 3.

4 In my opinion, our opponent understands mind on the model of body. He assumes
that all the mental phenomena should be tangibly realized somewhere and that, in
principle, their changes can be observed continuously.

5 I do not answer the question ‘What is the mind?’ straightforwardly, but as follows :
‘mental expressions’ are the expressions which are ascribable to a mental entity qua
mental. Generally speaking, mental expressions and non—mental ones are not altogether
separable from each other. Here I would like to concentrate on some specific mental
verbs which are sometimes considered as referring to ‘inner’ states/events, namely,
‘know,” ‘believe,” ‘will,” ‘intend,” and ‘mean.’

6 Main results of my analysis are:

a) Neither ’know’ nor ’believe’ describes an inner state/event in mind.
b) Expressions of this type function as sentential adverbs. Moreover, the grammatical

type of those words does not entirely parallel the grammatical type of thier Japanese
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and some other tongues’ counterparts.

c) We need/should not always state our ‘will’ or ‘intention.” Rather, we have to
express it only under some circumstances; such as when our ‘otherwise unsaid’ will
is frustrated.

d) ‘Mean’ is a device for paraphrase, excuse, etc.

e) We usually receive others’ utterance at its face value. Only in limited cases, in the
cases of infelicities in Austin’s sense, do we need to make special remarks, and
speak of ‘meaning.’

7 Throughout this essay I have used Japanese, its modern standard form and its dialect,
as the frame of reference against which to compare English and some other European

languages.
