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Abstract of Thesis

This dissertation is an experimental multimodal multispecies ethnography of TNR (trap - neuter - return)
practices. It is experimental in two ways: in both form and in orientation. By using multimodal methods of
capture, this paper seeks to rethink the relationship between text and image, and between data and
ethnographic practice, by challenging the primacy of text, and image as epistemological proof. This
ethnography utilizes several mediums: images, 2D and 3D video, interactive video, video editing software,
websites and social media, paper and documents of various kinds, and participant observation fieldwork from
2019 through 2023. As an ethnographic practice attuned to multispecies relations, these experiments attempt
to follow the connections, linkages, and coordinations amidst technologies of capture, the cats who are
captured and also trespass, the humans, organizations, and government bureaucratic processes that concern
themselves with outdoor cats - to see who or what is actually captured and who or what falls through the gaps

in these multispecies encounters where fur and skin meet in the urban landscapes of the Kansai region.

The chapters in this paper will follow the logics and focus points of TNR itself. Following the cats through
TNR, we first take a step into the murky waters of capturing cats through and with multimodal multispecies
ethnographic methods (chapter 2), before going through the contingent, messy, and multiple ways that cats
are captured by these provisional, experimental processes (chapter 3). We then follow the cats through many
kinds of cuts that provide care, but more importantly allow cats to be cared for by the surgeries that remove
reproductive ability and transform the cat from a problem of overpopulation, disease, and pest, to a
community cat (chapter 4). Finally, we take a step back to view the larger local and national governmental
structures that provide the frameworks in which cats can be captured and cared for, and the complex webs of

border-making and border-crossing by those who care, and the cats themselves (chapter 5).

This ethnography is also an ontological project that is constituted through interaction with
readers/viewers/users. In between each chapter is a QR code that links some of these multimedia moments of
capture, which, while they will be referred to throughout this paper, do not neatly belong to any given chapter.
They are an interlude, and a provocation, that rather than giving substance to or support for the arguments in
this book, exist athwart it. Let them draw you in, and “see” what gaps of interface you can experience along

the way.
